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VERSION 1:

Everyone loves playing the classic game of Bingo. If you don’t already have a bingo sheet to pass out, print out a bingo template for all of your passengers and fill in the blanks with a predetermined range of numbers (or predetermined symbols alternatively).

Another way to play could be to pass out the bingo sheets blank and have the passengers fill out the bingo sheets themselves by choosing what predetermined numbers to place in all of the blanks, as long as no two squares underneath the same letter are the same. Be able to draw the Bingo letters and numbers out of two separate containers.

Towards the end of the session, play the Worst Bingo Card Game. Ask everyone who has NOT won a prize so far to raise their hands. Tell them to keep their hands raised until you call a number or symbol that is on their card.

The last person to keep his or her hand raised has the worst bingo card and wins a prize.

VERSION 2:
Use 5 decks of cards (no jokers).  Divide cards into groups of 5 making sure no group has 2 of the same card.  Punch holes in the bottom corner of the cards and band together each group of 5.

The caller uses 1 full deck of cards (no jokers).  As the cards are drawn the player simply turns down the matching card until all are turned down and ‘Bingo’ is called.  After a few games you can have everyone switch cards.

This variation of Bingo is fun and doesn’t take up much space.  You can store the cards in a small zippered bank bag and everyone is always ready to play.

Ideas: Give $2 bills to each winner as they are fun to get - some members save them, some give them to grandkids and others are happy to spend them right away.
